REPLACEMENT TIPS SChanger Placement:  It is recommended assembling the Cycle Hill Changer before mounting to the floor 

so the user will better understand the space needed for the changer and changer tools. 
STEP 1 Mount Wood Block (G) to the Machine Stand (A) using two supplied Wood Screws (R).  
STEP 2 Attach: Frame Arms (D) to the Machine Stand (A) by placing the Frame Arms (D) between the Frame 
Top Plate (E) and the top of the Stand (A).  Fasten: using the six ½” Hex Bolts (M) and six ½” Lock Washers (N). 
STEP 3 Attach Bead Breaker Arm (B) to the Stand (A) using one ¼” shoulder bolt (O) and one ¼” nylock nut (P).
STEP 4 Attach Bead Breaker (C) to the (B) using one ¼” shoulder bolt (O) and one ¼” nylock nut (P).
STEP 5 Press Three Frame Arm Caps (Q) into the end of each Frame Arm (D).

STEP 10 Drill a hole in the concrete floor or slab using a small or medium duty rotary/hammer drill and 1/2” masonary drill bit. 
Drill the hole to a minimum of 3-1/2” depth to allow the thread tapping dust to settle. The holes must be cleaned out.
STEP 11 Align changer over holes and fasten using four TITEN HD® Hex Lag Bolts (w).
